The Paengaroa site, situated approximately 30 km south of Tauranga is the 
head office for its New Zealand operations. This site also has a retail outlet, 
educational gallery, auditorium and café. The Global Concept Store has a 
staff of 10 with the main markets being Asia, UK, Hong Kong, Australia, 
Japan and New Zealand. The Global Concept Store is Qualmark rated and 
Green Globe Benchmarked.

The Comvita Concept Store is Green Globe Benchmarked – an accreditation 
framework for sustainable travel and tourism. They have measured and 
monitored energy and water consumption and reduced the amount of waste 
sent to landfill. Comvita is committed to improving environmental 
management systems in line with recognised standards. 
 
Comvita NZ Ltd has won several sustainability awards, including the National 
Sustainable Business award in 2006. The company is involved with various 
community and sponsorship programmes. 
 
The Sustainable Tourism Charter has enabled the staff to ascertain that they 
could do more and show leadership in this area.
